Who can enrol?

No. You, your child or your family do not need
to be Catholic or baptised. We welcome
families of all faiths and backgrounds, however
priority will be given to baptised Catholics in
the case where schools are at capacity based
on an enrolment priority criteria approved by
the Catholic Education Sandhurst Limited
Board.

Can | afford the fees?

Catholic schools remain an affordable option
for most families and is surprisingly more
affordable than some may realise. When you
enrol your child in a Catholic school your fees
are inclusive, with no hidden costs.

Families with a Health Care Card are eligible for
significant fee relief in our Catholic primary
schools. Catholic school fees include all
external costs, including camps, excursions,
swimming lessons, technology and more!

We do not have zoning regulations for our
primary schools, therefore you are able to enrol
your child at any of our Catholic primary
schools. We encourage you to visit our schools
during open days or tours to find the best fit.
